�� anuary 21, 2008: The two buses that were provided by the 
SM Foundation arrived early at the Traders Hotel in Ma-
nila to take the volunteers to the first mission site: Pangas-

inan. After a brief inauguration of the addition to the hospital in 
Mangatarem, the group proceeded to quarters outside Dagupan, 
Leisure Coast became the respite center after a full day’s work 
at six different sites: Pangsinan Provincial Hospital, San Carlos 
(major surgery), Urbiztondo Town Proper and the Rural Health 
Clinic (consultations, minor surgery and dental surgery), Bin-

maley (medical consultations and dental surgery), Santa Barbara 
(medical consultations) and Bayambang (consultations and mi-
nor surgery). The Vinluan family hosted an evening of entertain-
ment to thank the volunteers on the last day of the Mission in 
Pangasinan. 
   Medical consultations 2,289, major surgeries 22 (three turned 
out to be cancer cases), minor surgeries 75, dental surger-
ies/teeth extractions 250, eye surgeries 42. 
At San Carlos, a patient with a huge disfiguring tumor of the jaw 

was offered help by Drs. Romero and 
Long. Details of this aid will be an-
nounced soon. 
   After two days in Pangasinan, a 
group of nine volunteers separated 
from the main group and ventured 
south to the island-province of Gui-
maras. This group was met at the 
Iloilo city Airport by two Milwaukee 
volunteers, a Manila pediatri-
cian/academician, and a retired nurse 
from Texas. Two additional local 
volunteers were waiting at the port: a 
Camillan cardiologist/priest from 
Calbayog, Samar, and a resident in 
internal medicine from Cebu. 
   January 25, 2008:  The first mis-
sion site was the island of Panobolon, 
a small remote island off the south-
eastern tip of the main island. An 
initial boat ride took us to about half 
a mile from the pier. We were then 
transferred to smaller boats that car-
ried us above waist-deep waters to 
the concrete pier. Clinics were held 
in the village square. 26 sacks of rice 
were ordered by a volunteer before 
the mission through local contacts 
and transported to the island-
barangay that same morning. The 
mission served 179 adults and 149 
children at this site. 
   January 26, 2008: The second site 
was Sitio Dungcaan, in the vil-
lage/barangay of Guiwanon, town of 
Nueva Valencia. Consultations were 
again done at the village square, 
which was only a short walk from 
fishponds that bore traces of sludge 
from the oil spill that greatly affected 
the livelihood of fisher folk. 226 
adults and 183 children were seen. 
   January 27, 2008: The Guimaras 
group traveled to the town of Malay 
in Aklan to meet up with the group 
from Pangasinan. The venue was the 
Aklan Baptist Hospital and our hosts 
were Stanley and Gretchen West, a

��t was a 90-degree, hot, blistering day as I crossed a bustling 
city street in the Philippines.  We were on our way to a shop-

ping mall when one little girl changed my life’s path. In fact,  
that one experience really 
changed my whole world.  
She was dirty and dishev-
eled, and was just lying on 
the side of the street.  It’s as 
if she was tossed there like 
garbage, half clothed, and in 
many ways just forgotten.  I 
was shocked at what I saw, 
and in many ways I did not 
understand what I felt.  How 

could I be called a Catholic, a 
Christian, a man who believes in God, yet live a life with such 
poverty being someone else’s problem? 
   I honestly could not live with myself knowing such conditions 
existed and yet do nothing to help.  It was there, on that hot blis-
tering street that I made a promise to God to return and to help 
all I possibly could.  It was there that my heart poured out to a 
calling, and now this calling has become a mission, a dream, and 
a project to build an orphanage for poor and homeless children 
in the Philippines. 
   For those of you who don’t know me, I am Douglas Pasniak, a 
5th generation American, still one hundred per-
cent of Polish descent with a Masters in Educa-
tional Psychology and a background in residen-
tial facility management and at-risk youth devel-
opment.  Despite these accomplishments, the 
greatest work still remains—to fulfill a promise 
and return to the Philippines, and help all I can. 
   Our foundation, Doug’s Dream Inc., is now a 
501(c)(3) non-profit foundation with a passion-
ate Board of 10 members that seems to grow 
monthly.  We held our first successful fundraiser 
on April 26th, 2008 at the School Sisters of St. 
Francis and the project is really starting to move 
forward.  We now have a fully functional web-

site, DougsDream.com, 
that is a work of art, 
thanks to the many peo-
ple who have helped cre-
ate it. So many people 
have shown an interest to 
help in the project, a fact 
that literally puts a smile 
on my face, seeing such 
devotion to help the poor.

Homeless children in the Philippines 

Douglas Pasniak 
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Adopting A Filipino Child By Vic dela Cruz 

�� y name is Vic dela Cruz, and I would like to share 
information on Philippine adoption.  My wife, 

Shanna, and I have 2 adopted boys originally from Cebu City, 
Philippines and are excitedly in the process of adopting a third.  
It was an obvious choice for us for many reasons; mainly be-
cause we knew we could commit to loving the child uncondi-
tionally with all our hearts.  
   There are many adoption agencies of which to consider.  My 
wife and I have had wonderful experiences with Lutheran Social 
Services (LSS) of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan. LSS has re-
cently initiated a new program to help facilitate adoptions of 
older children. 
   All adoption agencies ultimately work with the central author-
ity of adoption in the Philippines called the Inter-Country Adop-
tion Board (ICAB). I have personally met some of the members 
of this board and they care deeply about the children whose 
adoption they oversee.  Typically the whole process takes about 
18 months.  There is a lot of detailed and personal paperwork to 
be approved by your agency, however, a reputable agency will 
guide you through this.  The ICAB then assigns a social worker 
who matches you with a child, and with their endorsement, you 
decide.   
   Once you accept a match, a Philippine liaison  prepares the   
required paperwork and the child’s travel documents to transfer 
to your care.  A good agency will provide a very clear itinerary 
with a trip schedule, and arrange transportation.  In the Philip-
pines, you will have the opportunity to become acquainted with 
your child over 5 days and possibly see their child care facility.  
I recommend staying longer to really soak in the Filipino culture 
and food, and most importantly to let your child know that you 
are now loving them and providing for them. 
   Upon returning to Wisconsin, it takes 8-12 months to finalize 
the adoption within the state.  The overall costs with adopting 

from the Philippines usually range from $20,000 to $25,000 – 
not all due at once.  Financial assistance may be available 
through the agencies, or your employer.  Currently, there is a tax 
credit available up to $10,000, (depending on your income) to 
offset the adoption costs. 
   Adoptive families enjoy special resources in-state and out of 
state to support them.  One summer my family and I attended a 
camp in Colorado designed for families who adopted children 
from the Philippines.  We experienced Filipino food, stories, 
drama, art, music and history which were  wonderfully special 
cultural experiences.  I certainly hope that FAAWIS can be a 
cultural resource for families with adoptive Filipino children.  
   I would like to extend a heartfelt thank you to my wonderful 
parents, Dr. Renato and Concepcion Diancin, who because of 
their choice to pursue a relative adoption, I am here to write this 
article. Adoption has been a gift for us and we are thankful to 
share it with you.

  February 3, 2008: Mission volunteers returned to Milwaukee. 

Next Stop: La Carlota, Negros Occidental in 2010.
