What is an Adoption Ambassador?  
An adoption ambassador is a per-
son who is committed to becoming 
a spokesperson for older Philippine children.

RACIAL MICROAGGRESSION

The 1964 Civil Rights Act has made illegal, acts of discrimination 
based on color, religion, age, sex, and national origin.  As a result of 
this law, we don't see much blatant discrimination against people of 
color anymore.   However, we still see subtle discriminary prac-
tices. 

    Research shows that instead of overt ex-
pressions of racism, it has evolved into more 
subtle, ambiguous, and unintentional mani-
festations in American social, political, and 
economic life (Dovidio, Gaertner, Kawa-
kami & Hodson, 2002). 
    This form of racism occurs in the daily 
lives of people of color.  Although the civil 
rights movement has a significant effect on 
changing racial interactions in this society, 

racism continues to plague the United States.  Racial microaggres-
sions refer to subtle and commonplace exchanges that somehow 
convey insulting or demeaning messages to people of color.
