   On behalf of the Philippine Cultural & Civic Center Foundation, Inc., (PCCCF), we would 
like to thank the President of FAAWIS, Christine Lamerand Sharp, its Board of Directors, 
Officers and members for their continued commitment to support the Philippine Center and its 
projects. 
  
Free Medical Clinic (FMC) 
   FMC patients now total  2,560, a lot of whom use the FMC as their main source of health care 
and medication. The assistance of the Philippine Medical Association of WI (PMA-W), the 
Philippine Nurses Association of WI (PNA), UPAAW, Medical College of WI, UWM and 
Marquette students and other volunteers have sustained the success of the program. 
  
   Kudos to our FMC Director Dr. Violeta A. Singson, who received the 2010 Classic Woman 
of the Year Award given by Traditional Home Magazine (THM). She and the FMC were 
featured in the THM 2010 November and December issues. THM gave the FMC  $2,500 as 
her charity of choice. The  prestigious awards that Dr. Singson garnered in 2007, 2008, 2009 
and 2010 have kept the Philippine Center Free Medical Clinic in the limelight. To date, the FMC 
has earned $23,000 from her awards. 
  
Consulate on Wheels at the Philippine Center 
   Executive Director Gerry Ramos is coordinating with Consul General Leo M. Herrera-
Lim of the Philippine Consulate in Chicago on this year’s schedule of consular services at our 
Philippine Center for  dual citizenship, passport and visa, overseas voter registration, birth and 
marriage registration and notarization of documents. 
  
Philippine Center Computer Classes  
   The Marquette Bayanihan Student Organization members have provided computer training 
at the Philippine Center since last year. Classes will resume on June 11, 2011. 15 refurbished  
laptop computers donated by Entech Technologies are used for the computer class, as well as 
for PCCCF administrative and FMC use.  
  
Philippine Center Building 
   The Milwaukee County Parks, Recreation and Culture Department (Parks) has completed 
their due diligence review of the PCCCF submittals. The PCCCF proposal for a long term 
lease of the Zablocki Park Pavilion was presented by Executive Director Gerry Ramos to 
the Milwaukee County Board (MCB) last April.  PCCCF Board members Mila Lamerand and 
Sheila Jackson and Alvin Jackson were present at the meeting  to lend their support. 
   The Milwaukee County Board was amenable to the idea of the PCCCF occupying the 
underutilized Zablocki Pavilion for their Philippine Center and gave instructions to Parks to 
prepare a letter of intent.  The letter of intent signed by Parks Director Sue Black has been 
received and accepted by the PCCCF. 
   The proposed lease agreement will be up for approval by the MCB in their June 2011 
meeting. Once approved the lease starts on July 1, 2011.  The lease agreement  is for an 
initial 15 year term, with 2 additional consecutive 10 year periods (35 years total). The 
PCCCF will spend up to $200,000 to retrofit the building and will then pay rent  equivalent  to 
the cost of gas and electricity used in the separately metered leased spaces during the lease 
term.  Water and sewer will be paid by Parks.

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   The 8800 SF Zablocki Pavilion is in a park setting with amenities such as a 9 hole par 3 
golf course, soccer, baseball and softball fields, children’s playground and picnic areas. A new 
picnic area will be dedicated for the Philippine Center which  will be open to the public when 
not in use. 
   The Philippine Center will have 1200 SF of dedicated space at the upper level and the whole 
lower level where the Free Medical Clinic will be situated. The 1100 SF open area in the lower 
level will be used for exercise programs, ballroom and folk dancing, martial arts training, etc., 
when not in FMC use. 
   Parks will retain the use of the upper level community room (1500 SF) which they will 
rent out  to the public. The community room is reserved for use by the Philippine Center on 
the weekend closest to June 12, the Philippine Independence Day and 4 more dates 
reserved in advance. The Philippine Center can also use the Community Room with advance 
notice,  when not rented out by Parks. 
   As-built drawings of the pavilion have been given by Parks to Gerry Ramos, who is also the 
architect preparing the design and construction documents (pro bono) based on the approved 
preliminary plans he submitted to Parks.
